The SAFE Haven Youth Shelter provides 
confidential services 24 hours a day,  
seven days a week at no cost to runaway, 
homeless, and abused youth age ten  
through seventeen. Youth can stay for up  
to two weeks. 
 
The SAFE Haven Youth Shelter is the  
only community living facility outside  
of corrections and mental health systems  
within the entire county licensed to shelter 
these children apart from their parent or 
guardian. It is a critical resource in  
addressing both homelessness and child  
abuse. 
 
The shelter provides counseling and  
aftercare services, and encourages the 
involvement of legal guardians.

• Safe Shelter 
• Food 
• Clothing 
• Case Management  
• Information & Referral 
• Aftercare 

 
Youth must follow all rules such as 
 

• Must attend school and complete 
homework assignments

other drug use 

 

• Weapons, violence and gang 
paraphernalia prohibited

Reunite youth with their families, when 
appropriate, and encourage the 
resolution of problems through case 
management and other services.
