Thanks for your interest in SAFE Haven of Racine, Inc. and its affiliated programs and services.

This agency. is governed by city, county, state, and federal personnel practices, as well as additional requirements on staff and volunteers imposed by other funding sources.  Anyone having more than “incidental” contact with agency clients must undergo a prescribed Basic Training curriculum comprising 40-48 hours of instruction and evaluation.  Volunteers seeking to work with a specific SAFE Haven program (i.e., youth shelter, transitional living home, etc.) may be required to augment their basic training with training specific to that program.  
For people wanting to help the agency in less time-consuming capacities, however, a variety of volunteer opportunities are available which don’t require hours of training.  Due to legal liabilities, some duties may require minimal training, while others involve volunteers in gaining a general overview of the agency and an orientation to its operations.  Because of their nature, some volunteer opportunities will require you to have appropriate insurance that covers liabilities potentially faced by the agency.  And, for those whose services to SAFE Haven potentially involve even “incidental” contact with clients over a period of three days or more, we usually require a Criminal Background Check.  A signed Parental Consent form is needed for volunteers younger than 18-years-old.
All SAFE Haven volunteers are asked to read and review our Volunteer Orientation Manual, complete a volunteer application form, and sign a Confidentiality Agreement.  We also ask you to inform us of your time available and length of commitment to our program.
